Online Giving

A month or two back the Lead Team put out feelers to see if there was any interest in using online
giving for the Church. The results showed that there was and we are now setup to receive online giving
through a service named SimpleGive. There are several ways you can give.

The first is to visit the giving portal at: http://my.simplegive.com/emmanuelumc from a computer,
tablet or smartphone. You can choose to setup an account if you wish to use the online giving regularly
(including setting up recurring giving that will automatically happen weekly/monthly/etc.) or simply
choose to give a onetime gift. When giving a donation you are also able to specify it as for "General
Fund" or "Building Fund", etc.

The other option for using online giving is to download the SimpleGive App. Once it is downloaded
you can search for Emmanuel United Methodist Church by name or find us by Zipcode, 49228. The
App will allow you the same options for giving as the website offers.
